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1. Map Room, Ohio Statehouse (site of the opening night reception)

2. Ohio Holocaust Memorial, Ohio Statehouse Lawn (can be viewed when entering the opening night reception)

3. Supreme Court of Ohio Law Library Reading Room, Thomas J. Moyer Ohio Judicial Center (conference location!)

4. Benjamin Franklin Statue inside the Franklin County Courthouse. Check this huge statue out if you take the Franklin County Law Library tour on Friday at 1 p.m.

5. CoGo Bike Share System in Columbus – just $6 for a 24-hour bike pass!

6. The gavel sculpture in the south reflecting pool outside the Ohio Supreme Court, Thomas J. Moyer Ohio Judicial Center. Though it may be tempting to sit on the gavel, propriety suggests you refrain.

7. Arnold Schwarzenegger statue outside Veterans Memorial (within walking distance of the conference activities including one of the dine-arounds!)

8. Ohio Supreme Court courtroom at Thomas J. Moyer Ohio Judicial Center (available for tours Wed. and Fri. of the conference at 1 p.m.)

9. Brutus Buckeye statute at the Ohio Union 

10. Swings along the Scioto Mile just outside the Supreme Court (i.e., the conference site)

11. The Topiary Park, just a short CoGo bike ride away from the conference location in downtown Columbus. The Topiary Park is cut to look like a George Seurat painting when viewed from a small hill in the park.

12. The carousel at Columbus Commons on High Street in downtown Columbus

13. The Scioto Mile Fountain in Bicentennial Park. Odds are, the water won’t be on and it’ll be a little too brisk to play in the fountain anyway, but the park is lovely in the fall and enjoys views of the Scioto River
