Full Proposal
Program Statement for Executive Master of Arts in Financial Integrity

This Full Proposal describes the program for an Executive Master of Arts in Financial Integrity (EMFI) at the Case Western Reserve University School of Law.  The Program Development Plan was initiated by Professor Richard Gordon and former Dean Lawrence Mitchell with the former Dean’s Full support.  The full proposal is now submitted with the complete support of Deans Jessica Berg and Michael Scharf. 
The Full Proposal follows the RACGS outline for full proposals. (Course descriptions and the program director’s vitae are attached to Appendix A.)
II.(A)  Clarifications and Revisions Based on Reviews of the Program from Peer Institutions
Several clarifications and revisions were made to the Full Proposal based on the reviews of the Program Development Plan. 
i. Clarification One: One reviewer suggested that course work for the EMFI include instruction in basic accounting principles and practices if not already included. Such an overview will be included in the course preventive measures in depth.
i. Clarification Two:  One reviewer queried whether the course of study will cover compliance in areas other than money laundering, terrorism financing, targeted sanctions, and international tax evasion, e.g. labor and employment and anti-discrimination law.  It will not.  
iii. Clarification Three: One reviewer suggested that a $ 50,000 price tag for the program was “steep.”  On May 6th, we held a one-day conference on critical issues in financial integrity that would, among other things, allow us to investigate interest in an EMFI program.  Held in partnership with Brown University, the conference consisted of 12 small seminars and 4 plenary discussions, each of which was lead by a team composed of academics and senior practitioners from both public and private sectors.  Over 100 individuals participated in the conference, including 31 discussion leaders and 70 invitation-only participants. They represented a wide variety of major financial institutions, accountancies, and consulting firms, as well the Financial Action Task Force (the international standard setter), the International Monetary Fund (one of the most important assessors of compliance), the World Bank (also an assessor of compliance), and the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development, U.S. supervisory agencies (including the Office of Controller of the Currency, the Financial Crimes Enforcement Network, and the Federal Reserve, each of which is a key financial integrity supervisory agency), and law enforcement (including the Departments of Justice and Homeland Security, including the Federal Bureau of Investigation, the Internal Revenue Service, and Immigration and Customs Enforcement).  The majority of participants were heads of integrity compliance in large private financial institutions, meaning those in the position to make decisions about sending staff to executive masters programs.  The conference fee was $ 950 for the private sector and $ 750 for non-profit and government sectors.  A survey of participants following the conference demonstrated a broad agreement that an executive masters program was needed and that nearly all participants would pay to send their staff to attend such a program.  A number of participants noted a tuition fee of over $ 100,000 would not be excessive.
iv. Clarification Four: One reviewer suggested that the title was misleading, “in that it suggests that their graduates are being trained to become experts in financial integrity.”[footnoteRef:1]  In fact, that is exactly the purpose of the program. [1:  The term ‘Financial Integrity’ is used by both the International Monetary Fund and World Bank Group as a catch-all phrase for policies against money laundering, terrorism financing, targeted sanctions, and international tax evasion.   ] 

v. Clarification Five:  One reviewer suggested that students may not have sufficient background needed to study financial integrity, many of whom “[m]ay well be novices in the area of Financial Integrity.”   As the Program Development Plan states in the second paragraph, “[a]pplicants must have a BA or equivalent degree and professional experience in financial integrity or a related field (emphasis added)”.  We have added to this requirement that applicants must have at least three years of experience.  
vi. Clarification Six:  One reviewer suggested that the name of the program be changed because “Financial Integrity programs clearly fall within the domain of business schools,” a fact that, according to the reviewer, will also result in the accreditation agency for business and accounting firms will “likely insist[ing] that the degree program be included in Case’s Business School’s accreditation.”  
The conference noted in Clarification iii above demonstrated that the vast majority of financial integrity compliance personnel are lawyers.  In the financial sector, most report to General Counsels.  While no degree is currently offered in the United States in financial integrity, the only courses currently taught in this field in North America are at Case Western Reserve University Law School, the School of Public and International Affairs at North Carolina State University, the School of Criminology and Criminal Justice at Northeastern University, and the School of Public Policy and the Department of Criminology at the University of Maryland.  With the exception of the course at Case Western Law School, these courses are designed for criminology students and not for practitioners.  Therefore, we have no reason to believe that financial integrity programs fall within the domain of business schools.
vii. Clarification Seven.    One reviewer suggested admission be restricted to persons with college degrees in accounting, finance, and economics. Because these areas of expertise relate only tangentially to financial integrity competencies, we believe that this would not be wise.  In fact, such a requirement would exclude from the application process the Executive Director of the Financial Action Task Force, the heads of the financial integrity groups at the International Monetary Fund and the World Bank, a number of senior financial integrity compliance personnel at the Office of the Comptroller of the Currency, the head of bank compliance at the Financial Crimes Enforcement Network, and the heads of financial integrity compliance at many of the largest financial institutions in the United States. 
II (B) Review of the FP by RACGS Member Institutions

(1) Academic Quality: Competency, experience, and number of faculty, and adequacy of students, curriculum, computational resources, library, laboratories, equipment, and other physical facilities, needed to mount the program. 

The EMFI program would be supported by one dedicated director (Professor Richard Gordon), one dedicated deputy director (Professor Juscelino Colares), one staff member, and the library staff. The library has 26,778 linear feet of materials, with 352 available student seats or carrels. There are two, thirty-computer labs, one of which is used for instruction; an on-site technical computer staff; and, an on-site, full-time computer program tutor. 
 (a) In addition to this analysis, for entry-level graduate degree programs, academic quality assessment will focus on the adequacy of the answers provided in response to the following questions:

i. Is the program distinctly different, both conceptually and qualitatively, from the undergraduate degree programs in the same or related disciplines? If so, is there a detailed listing of the specific differences?

There is no undergraduate or graduate program in the United States that prepares students for a career as a financial integrity expert.[footnoteRef:2] We are aware of only one program that focus on training forensic investigators, a B.A. in Economic Crime at Utica College in Utica, New York. [footnoteRef:3]  [2:  In fact, we are aware of only one other program in the world that does so, at Charles Sturt University in Bathurst, New South Wales.]  [3:  This program “teaches skills and techniques for gathering, analyzing, and preserving evidence of financial misdeeds.  The curriculum covers all major financial crime areas – banking, computer, insurance, investment frauds, identity crimes, money laundering, and more.”] 

ii. Does the program emphasize the theoretical basis of the discipline as expressed in the methods of inquiry and ways of knowing in the discipline? 

The proposed EMFI program will familiarize students with both the theoretical and practical aspects of financial integrity practice and its methods of inquiry.
iii. Does the program place emphasis on professional decision making and teach the use of critical analysis in problem solving? 

The EMFI program will emphasize, at a minimum, professional decision-making and critical analysis that is essential to designing and implementing an effective financial integrity program, whether in financial institutions, their regulators, or law enforcement.
iv. Is the program designed to educate students broadly so that they have an understanding of the major issues and concerns in the discipline or professional area. 

A student in the EMFI program will have been educated broadly in the major issues and concerns in designing and implementing both preventive measures (preventing criminals from using the financial system) and investigation and prosecution of money laundering/terrorism financing/sanctions evasion crimes.  The program will also examine in depth key issues in current practice.
v. Is there an adequate description of the required culminating experience such as an exit project (which would not necessarily be a research experience)? 

The EMFI program provides a capstone (or exit) experience for the student in the form of a research project to be presented to a panel of senior regulatory and law enforcement officials. 
vi. Does the proposed program identify faculty resources appropriate for the research component of the program? 

A member of the law school faculty with expertise in the student’s subject matter must commit to guiding the student and providing oversight.  The faculty member must agree to undertake this task in writing and explain the professor’s belief in the prospective student’s ability to successfully undertake and complete the program. 
vii. Does the program curriculum offer what students need to know for competence at the expected level of professional expertise. 

The curriculum has been designed by faculty with the advice of a Steering Committee consisting of senior practitioners in the field to ensure that students will be highly competent in each area of financial integrity practice.[footnoteRef:4]  [4:  The Executive MFI Steering Committee includes the Executive Directors of the Financial Action Task Force and the Egmont Group of Financial Intelligence Units, the Former Assistant Secretary of Commerce for Export Administration, the former Coordinator of the UN Counterterrorism Task Force, and the heads of Financial Integrity at the International Monetary Fund, the World Bank, the San Francisco Federal Reserve, Ernst & Young, GE Capital, and First Data (these individuals have also served in senior financial integrity capacities at Citigroup, JPMChase, the Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve, The Financial Crimes Enforcement Network, and MI 6.)  ] 

viii. What plans have been made to address standards and guidelines for professional accreditation, if applicable? What are the core courses required for the program?
There is no professional accreditation.  The core courses include: 
Foundation Courses 
1. Introduction to the criminology of money laundering and to international standards on combating money laundering and the financing of terrorism & proliferation (4 credits)
2. Preventive measures in depth: risk assessment, customer on boarding and acceptance, record keeping, customer activity monitoring, suspicious activity report preparation, internal controls, and regulation and supervision (4 credits)
3. Operational and law enforcement in depth: the financial intelligence unit, investigation, and prosecution of money laundering/financing of terrorism and proliferation, and predicate crimes (4 credits)
4. International cooperation in civil and criminal matters in depth  (4 credits)
The course descriptions are attached to Appendix A.
i. What admission criteria, in addition to the traditionally required transcripts, standardized test scores, letters of recommendation, and personal statements of purpose, will be used to assess the potential for academic and professional success in prospective students? The special consideration of student experience and extant practical skills within the admission process should be specifically noted. 

All students must possess a BA degree.  Students will have demonstrated outstanding ability in their undergraduate or graduate programs.  The applicant must have at least three years experience in the practice of financial integrity or a related field. 
Admissions decisions will be made by an admissions committee, which shall consist of the Director and Deputy Director of the Institute for Financial Integrity and three faculty members from Case Western Reserve University School of Law.
ii. If field/clinical experience is subsumed within the academic experience, how does that experience related to the academic goals of the professional graduate degree program? Provide a description of the involvement of supervisory personnel. Describe the level of communication between the field/clinical experience site and the academic department. Provide an outline of the anticipated student activities as well as student requirements. 

The EMFI is an executive program designed for students with at least three years of experience and who are currently engaged in financial integrity practice.  A key part of the EMFI program is a supervised capstone research project that will address a current problem in the students practice.   
iii. Are the faculty qualifications associated with the professional graduate degree program appropriate for such faculty? Provide the specific qualifications for such faculty. 

Only tenured, tenure-track, and adjunct legal faculty who are highly experienced in at least one aspect of financial integrity law and practice will be teaching in the EMFI program.
iv. How does accreditation by the appropriate professional organization relate to the academic experience outlined in the program plan? Describe the specific aspects of the program plan, if any, that are necessary to achieve professional accreditation. 

In order to achieve professional accreditation, it is necessary that the American Bar Association Committee on Legal Education “acquiesce” in the offering of the degree.  The American Bar Association requires that a program provide adequate administrative and faculty support, adequate physical facilities, adequate law library support, and not detrimentally affect the diversity and richness of J.D. course offerings. 
By August 29, 2015, the law school will submit an application to the American Bar Association requesting “acquiescence” for the EMFI, which the law school is required to obtain.  The application needs to be submitted to the ABA two months before the next meeting of the Accreditation Committee, scheduled for October 29-30, 2015.  We anticipate receiving a positive response from the ABA in early November 2015.
v . How are theory and practice integrated within the curriculum?

To receive the EMFI degree, students must complete eight courses, seven of which designed to marry the theory and practice of financial integrity.  These courses are:
1. Preventive measures in depth: risk assessment, customer on boarding and acceptance, record keeping, customer activity monitoring, suspicious activity report preparation, internal controls, and regulation and supervision (4 credits)
2. Operational and law enforcement in depth: the financial intelligence unit, investigation, and prosecution of money laundering/financing of terrorism and proliferation, and predicate crimes (4 credits)
3. International cooperation in civil and criminal matters in depth (4 credits)
Track 1: Regulatory Compliance
1. Building and implementing an effective anti-money laundering/financing of terrorism and proliferation compliance program (4 credits)
2. Anti-money laundering/financing of terrorism and proliferation audits, inspections, on-site examinations, and sanctions (4 credits)
Track 2: Law Enforcement and Prosecution 
1. Building and prosecuting an anti-money laundering/financing of terrorism and proliferation criminal case (4 credits)
2. Asset tracing and recovery (4 credits)
3. Capstone Research Project (2 credits)
Electives 
1. Selected topics in automated customer acceptance and transaction monitoring systems 
2. Selected topics in automated financial intelligence unit systems: automated tools and transaction activity analysis (4 credits)
3. Mutual evaluations by the Financial Action Task Force and assessments by the IMF/World Bank: A practical approach for assessors and countries to be assessed using the Financial Action Task Force Methodology (4 credits)
vi. What is the national credit hour norm for this degree program in your field? How was this norm derived? Is the number of credit hours required for graduation influenced by mandated professional experiences? If so, how?

There are no degree programs in this field.  However, typical masters programs in Ohio are 30 credit hours.  The EMFI will require 30 credit hours. 
vii. Describe the required culminating academic experience and how it will contribute to the enhancement of the student’s professional preparation. 

The student will engage in a capstone project, which will consist of research into a problem experienced by the student in her or his current employment, followed by the completion of a report analyzing the problem and proposing solutions. 
 (2) Need for such a program: student interest; potential enrollment; societal demand; local, regional, national, and international needs. 

The purpose of the degree program is to prepare a cohort of students for successful careers as senior practitioners in the filed of financial integrity. The EMFI program will accept between 20 -25 students per year. The program will be very highly selective. While there is significant demand for a masters program in the field (see Clarification iii above) there are no North American institutions currently offering one (and as far as we can tell, only one such program offered anywhere in the world).  
(3) Access and Retention of Underrepresented Groups: 

The EMFI program will be open to all interested students world-wide, and engage in an aggressive effort to recruit underrepresented groups. These efforts will include (1) continuing to build relationships with heads of financial integrity of financial institutions both large and small (2) develop effective networks; (3) attend and present the EMFI program at minority-focused meetings of the American Bar Association and American Bankers Association, and generally (5) communicate inclusiveness efforts.   
 (4) Statewide Alternatives

There are none.  Admission to the masters program at Case Western Reserve University School of Law would be strictly limited only to students of the very highest academic potential.  
 (5) External Support: Community, Foundation, Governmental, and other Resources. 

While endowment and other grants will be sought, the EMFI program can be fully supported from the operating budget. As part of the significant interdisciplinary initiatives of the law school, and the Case Western Reserve University’s prioritization of the complete integration of the law school into the university’s fuller community, Masters students will have the full academic support of the university as a whole.

APPENDIX A

Course of Study for Executive Master of Arts Degree in Financial Integrity Case Western Reserve School of Law All courses except the capstone course are 4 credits; the capstone course is 2 credits. 
Foundation Courses 
Introduction to the criminology of money laundering and to international standards on combating money laundering and the financing of terrorism & proliferation 
This course will introduce students to the basics of money laundering and to the Financial Action Task Force’s [FATF] Forty Recommendations on combating money laundering and the financing of terrorism and proliferation. The course will begin with an overview of the criminology of money laundering and to the origins of the FATF and the development of the Recommendations. It will examine how each recommendation functions in preventing, uncovering, and prosecuting money laundering, terrorism financing, and proliferation. The course will also introduce how the process of assessing compliance works. 
Preventive measures in depth: risk assessment, customer on boarding and acceptance, record keeping, customer activity monitoring, suspicious activity report preparation, internal controls, and regulation and supervision 
This course will examine in detail measures that banks and other financial institutions are required to implement to prevent and uncover money laundering/financing of terrorism and proliferation. It will focus on the key preventive measures of risk assessment, customer on boarding and acceptance, record keeping, customer activity monitoring, suspicious activity report preparation, internal controls, and the regulation and supervision of financial institutions with respect to preventive measures implementation. The course will focus on the preventive measures found in the Financial Action Task Force’s [FATF] Forty Recommendations on combating money laundering and the financing of terrorism and proliferation and on a sampling of key national laws and regulations, including those of the United States. 
Operational and law enforcement in depth: the financial intelligence unit, investigation, and prosecution of money laundering/financing of terrorism and proliferation, and predicate crimes 
This course will examine in detail the operations of national financial intelligence units in analyzing suspicious activity reports and other data and information and in creating actionable intelligence from that information. It will then examine the investigation of the crimes of money laundering/financing of terrorism and proliferation, and a selection of key predicate crimes. The course will also review the operational and law enforcement elements found in the Financial Action Task Force’s [FATF] Forty Recommendations on combating money laundering and the financing of terrorism and proliferation and on a sampling of key national laws and regulations, including those of the United States. 
International cooperation in civil and criminal matters in depth 
This course will examine in detail how financial intelligence units, investigators, prosecutors, and investigative judges/magistrates cooperate with officials of other jurisdictions in identifying possible money laundering/financing of terrorism and proliferation cases, investigating and prosecuting those cases, and recovering assets that are candidates for freezing or confiscation. The course will also review the international cooperation elements found in the Financial Action Task Force’s [FATF] Forty Recommendations on combating money laundering and the financing of terrorism and proliferation, U.N. conventions, model laws and regulations, and on a sampling of key national laws and regulations, including those of the United States. 
Track 1: Regulatory Compliance
Building and implementing an effective anti-money laundering/financing of terrorism and proliferation compliance program 
This course will continue the coverage of risk assessment, customer on boarding and acceptance, customer activity monitoring, and suspicious activity report preparation covered in Preventive Measures in Depth. The course will primarily involve the presentation and discussion of case studies in each critical area of an effective compliance program, with a focus on the banking sector. 
Anti-money laundering/financing of terrorism and proliferation audits, inspections, on-site examinations, and sanctions 
This course will continue the coverage of audits, inspections, on-site examinations, and sanctions covered in Preventive Measures in Depth. The course will primarily involve the presentation and discussion of case studies in each critical area of an effective compliance program. 
Track 2: Law Enforcement and Prosecution 
Building and prosecuting an anti-money laundering/financing of terrorism and proliferation criminal case 
The course will continue the coverage of investigation and prosecution of money laundering/financing of terrorism and proliferation in operational and law enforcement in depth. The course will primarily involve the presentation and discussion of case studies in each critical area of investigation and prosecution. 
Asset tracing and recovery 
The course will continue the coverage of asset tracing and recovery in operational and law enforcement in depth. The course will primarily involve the presentation and discussion of case studies in each critical area of asset tracing and recovery. 
Capstone Research Project
Students will address a specific problem in their own financial integrity practice.  The Capstone will conclude with a presentation of the problem and possible solutions.
Electives 
Selected topics in automated customer acceptance and transaction monitoring systems 
This course will consider the use of automated customer acceptance and transaction monitoring systems. It will examine key issues in data base formation, including web- based text recognition and analysis, link analysis, and different forms of statistical discriminant and regression analysis, and forms of data presentation. The course will examine current vendor products. The course will also make use of case studies. 
Selected topics in automated financial intelligence unit systems: automated tools and transaction activity analysis 
This course will consider the use of automated systems for analyzing suspicious transaction reports and other data to develop actionable intelligence. It will examine key issues in data base formation, including web-based text recognition and analysis, link analysis, and different forms of statistical discriminant and regression analysis, and forms of intelligence presentation. The course will examine current vendor products. The course will also make use of case studies. 
Mutual evaluations by the Financial Action Task Force and assessments by the IMF/World Bank: A practical approach for assessors and countries to be assessed using the Financial Action Task Force Methodology 
The course will cover the process of assessment compliance with the Financial Action Task Force’s 40 Recommendations by use of the FATF’s Methodology of Assessment. It will include all aspects of compliance assessment, from initial self-assessment questionnaire preparation to final discussion of the draft assessment at the FATF/FSRB Plenary.
